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Comparative assessment of indicators of blood and the mixed
saliva of patients against acute parenchymatous parotitis
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Abstract
A comparative evaluation of serum biochemical parameters in patients with primary parenchymatous
parotitis aggravation with those of mixed saliva of the patients was carried out. We found high correlations in
biological fluids in terms of total protein, chloride, ALT, AST, phosphatase, amylase and creatinine. The
obtained informative parameters of the saliva can be used when inspecting the patients with primary
exacerbation of parenchymatous parotitis on the pre-hospital stage for establishing severity, forecasting and
for efficiency of therapeutic measures of high-precision, noninvasive pathognomonic tests.
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
